Iluminated ‘Room of the Maps’

se Completes

Unique sdditions to the art of|
cartography and the application of |
etymology came into pronmence |
today with the opening of the "ma‘p-
parium™ in the Christian Science |
Publishing House at One, Norway |
Street, Boston. |

The cartographic feature i5 a
spherical map of the planet, baked
on glass in colors, and seen from the
interior—as though the spectator
stood inside a transparent earth
looking outward at the land masses
and water bodies. The achievement
is a comprehensive presentation of
the correct relationship of the sev-
eral divisions of the earth’s surface.

The etymological contribution is
the word “mapparium"—a descrip-
tive noun coined from the Latin
word mappa, meaning map, and the
suffix erium, “a place for.” Hence-
forth the working title, “the globe
room,"” by which the mapparium has
been known during the process of
planning and construction, will be
discarded for the new and more
appropriate designation.

Months of Effort

Culminating several months of
painstaking effort, the opening of
the mapparium was the occasion of
no special ceremonies. The doors
were merely thrown open and visi-
tors—of ‘which there are unusually
large numbers at this season of the
year—were invited to enter angd view

the room, its features being ex-
plained by & trained attendant.

The most prevalent gquestion, as
to why the mapparium was not com-
pleted coincidentally with the open-
ing of the Publishing House, was
answered with the explanation that

tours, painted in their correct colors,
fired in a kiln and fitted into their
correct places in the bronze frame,
which in turn comprised the lati-
tudinal and longitudinal lines repre-
senting 10 degrees intervals.
Another operation which could
only be undertaken a step at a time
was that of fixing the globular frame
within the three-story room devoted
to that purpose, the wiring of this
Irame to provide for the right degree
of illumination through the “map,”
the arrangement of electric clocks
around the equatorial line to show
the time, day or night, at any sec-
tion of the world, and the construc-
tion of a glass bridge over which
visitors pass from the lobby near
the main stairway, through the
mapparium, and out into the recep-
tion and sales room, or vice versa.
These and numerous other details
were such as require unusual deft-
ness in handling unusually rare ma-
terlals, but the effect produced is
something new in the fleld of map
making and the consensus of those
who viewed the completed project
today is that it is well worth the

effort.
Tells the Story

Painted instructions, occupying
ocean spaces on the map, tell the
story of the mapparium to the
visitors. One of these explains that
the mapparium presents “within a
sphere the map of the world, de-
picted in true projection upon the
surface, being geographically cor-
rect, with the curvature of the sur-
face corresponding to that of the
earth—thus achieving a map visible
in its entirety, allowing examina-
tion more readily of all parts of the
world in their exact relation.”

Another section explains that
this map of the world is drawn to
a scale of approximately 22 statute
miles to the inch. The diameter of
