The term Christian Science was intro‐

duced by the author to designate the sci‐

entific system of divine healing. 

The revelation consists of two parts: 

1. The discovery of this divine Science

of Mind-healing, through a spiritual sense

of the Scriptures and through the teach‐

ings of the Comforter, as promised by the

Master. 

2. The proof, by present demonstra‐

tion, that the so-called miracles of Jesus

did not specially belong to a dispensation

now ended, but that they illustrated an

ever-operative divine Principle. The oper‐

ation of this Principle indicates the eter‐

nality of the scientific order and continu‐

ity of being.

From the infinite One in

Christian Science comes one

Principle and its infinite idea, and with

this infinitude come spiritual rules, laws,

and their demonstration, which, like the

great Giver, are “the same yesterday, and

to-day, and forever;” for thus are the di‐

vine Principle of healing and the Christ-

idea characterized in the epistle to the

Hebrews.

Spirit, bearing opposite testimony,

saith: 

I am Spirit. Man, whose 

senses are spiritual, is my likeness. 

He reflects the infinite understanding, for

I am Infinity. The beauty of holiness, the

perfection of being, imperishable glory, —

all are Mine, for I am God. I give immortal‐

ity to man, for I am Truth. I include and

impart all bliss, for I am Love. I give life,

without beginning and without end, for I

am Life. I am supreme and give all, for I

am Mind. I am the substance of all, be‐

cause I am that I am.  

I hope, dear reader, 

I am leading you into the 

understanding of your divine rights, your

heaven-bestowed harmony, — that, as

you read, you see there is no cause (out‐

side of erring, mortal, material sense

which is not power) able to make you sick

or sinful; and I hope that you are con‐

quering this false sense.
